Those words quoted above are found in an ancient volume in my office, and thus began the story of Bellevue Baptist Church. That book contains 
the meeting minutes of Bellevue Baptist from her birth until October, 1941.  

The book tells more than a story of a church, it demonstrates the faithfulness of God. 

ñFaithful He has been, faithful He will be,ò is more than just a catchy slogan for our upcoming 125th birthday celebration.  Psalm 119:90 reminds 
us that Godôs faithfulness endures to all generations.  The Biblical word ñfaithfulnessò defines the characteristics of firmness, fidelity, and 
steadiness. 

Over 125 years, a lot of things have changed.  We now occupy our 4th different building in our 3rd different location.  Weôve had our ups and 
downs.  Weôve had times of great spiritual growth and times that seemed like spiritual famine. 

When it seemed we could not make financial obligations, God always came through.  When members faced dire life circumstances, we have 
prayed and we have seen God answer.  Whatever needs we had, God faithfully supplied.  Whatever difficulties we faced, God faithfully overcame.

Our Wednesday night rehearsals coupled with our 
Bonus Rehearsals are preparing us to present SONG OF JOY. Please continue to pray for our choir and worship ministry.  
 
The Priority of Worship (An article from Christianity Today)  
 
Worship is not the slow song that the choir sings. Worship is not the amount you place in the offering basket. Worship is not volunteering in 
children's church. Yes, these may be acts or expressions of worship, but they do not define what true worship really is. There are numerous 
definitions of the word worship. Yet, one in particular encapsulates the priority we should give to worship as a spiritual discipline: Worship is 
to honor with extravagant love and extreme submission (Webster's Dictionary,1828). 
True worship, in other words, is defined by the priority we place on who God is in our lives and where God is on our list of priorities. True 
worship is a matter of the heart expressed through a lifestyle of holiness. Thus, if your lifestyle does not express the beauty of holiness through 
an extravagant or exaggerated love for God, and you do not live in extreme or excessive submission to God, then I invite you to make worship a 
non-negotiable priority in your life. 
 
We worship God because he is God. Period. Our extravagant love and extreme submission to the Holy One flows out of the reality that God 
loved us first. It is highly appropriate to thank God for all the things he has done for us. However, true worship is shallow if it is solely an 
acknowledgement of God's wealth. Psalm 96:5-6 says, "For all the gods of the nations are idols, but the LORD made the heavens. Splendor and 
majesty are before him; strength and glory are in his sanctuary." In other words, our worship must be toward the one who is worthy simply 
because of his identity as the Omnipotent, Omniscient, and Omnipresent One, and not just because God is wealthy and able to meet our needs 
and answer our prayers. We must focus our practice of worship on the worthiness of God and not his wealthiness. 
 
Worshipping God is THE PRIORITY! May these words encourage you as you grow in your worship of the One True God ï our Savior and 
Lord, Jesus Christ.
